Fans of the new PBS Kids preschool science show theÂ Cat in the Hat Knows a Lot

About That!Â (which is based on The Cat in the Hat's Learning Library) will whinny with glee over

this new addition to the series!
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This is not your normal doctor Suess book, it really tells with great illustrations the different parts of a

horse, explains the names like sire, foal etc and how the heights is determined, the different

saddles, English versus western style and why they are used, plus different types of horses and

where they are from, the different gaits. My great niece, 2.5 yrs and great nephews 5.5 and almost 7



year olds loved the book. The two littles ones love all animals including horses.
