As mentioned by at least one other reviewer, the day of the week does not necessarily match the

difficulty of the puzzle. I finally thought to check one Monday when the puzzle (which should have

been a breeze) was unbelievably tricky--strange for a Monday puzzle and a discouragement that

one doesn't need on a Monday morning! (It was originally a Saturday/Sunday puzzle.) In contrast, I

deluded myself that I could be Mensa material when I did well on a Saturday/Sunday puzzle--which

turned out to actually be a Wednesday puzzle when originally published. It would be great if the

editors would correct this for next year's desk calendar.
