She uses the same winning formula in this book with
the two-sided pop-ups; one side showing the actual building, the back side giving history and other
details. The object of the book is not to overwhelm the reader with spectacular paper engineering,
but to provide a dizzying array of facts about everything New York. The challenge was a little
greater in this book because she tried to include all five boroughs in just five spreads. Also because
there are so many skyscrapers, sometimes the copy is a little hard to read. Each spread has a
theme, the first one being about the financial district where we see and learn about Wall Street,

Battery Park, Vertical City, The New York Trade Center, The Woolworth Building, Freedom Tower,



The Brooklyn Bridge and more. Other spreads revolve around 42nd Street, The Empire State
Building, Greenery and Galleries and the hated Yankees (sorry, I'm from Ohio). The reader not only
gets the background on skyscrapers and bridges, but also stores, libraries, a train station, a
cathedral, world famous museums, theaters, zoos, parks, hotels, a lighthouse and a stadium. Along
the way we meet famous New Yorkers, from athletes, actors, poets and musicians to engineers,
architects, politicians and financiers. There is something for all age groups here and I'll bet even

life-long New Yorkers will learn a fact or two they’ll be amazed at about their beloved Big Apple.
